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United Condo Squash Club: Bye-Laws

1. SCOPE OF BYE-LAWS

The bye-laws referred to here-in cover aspects of the day-to-day operating rules of the club that are not covered in the main constitution. All bye-laws here are super-ceded by rules laid down in the club constitution. 

2. MANAGEMENT

(a) In these Bye-Laws the reference to Management Committee (MC) shall mean the Club Committee members or their nominees / appointees for various tasks.

(b) It shall be the duty of the MC to enforce the following Bye-Laws at all times.

3. VENUE & TIMINGS

a. The following venues shall be open to club members at the mentioned timings:

b. Coordinator:

I. All proceedings at each venue will be managed by one or more designated Venue Coordinators. (The listing of venue coordinators may be found on the club website).

II. Members intending to play at any of the venue must check with the coordinator to confirm availability of the courts at least 2 days in advance.

III. The Venue Coordinator or the MC may, having regard to the prevailing circumstances, stop extend or shorten the playing times of a venue for a particular day as per their sole discretion without prior notice.

IV. When the Venue Coordinator is unavailable for any reason, he/she shall designate a fellow club member to carry out his duties for the period of the absence.

c. Venues may be closed for maintenance works, renewal of contracts, holiday seasons etc. Venue timings may also be permanently altered by the club MC.  Prior notice of no less than 3 days will be given in such cases by the club MC via the website notice-board and/or email.

4. USE OF CLUB FACILITIES / VENUES

a. Members and guests shall at all times use the Club and facilities provided in such manner so as not to interfere with the reasonable comfort of, or be a nuisance to, other members of the Club and so as not to damage or possibly damage the Club property. They shall duly observe all reasonable requests made by the MC on their behalf. The MC shall be the sole arbiter as to the reasonableness of such a request.

b. Members are required to pay a facility usage fee for every visit. The details of this fee including mode of payment (cash/coupon etc) will be made available on the club notice-board. 

c. Certain classes of members (E.g. primary school students under the age of 12) may be exempted from the facility usage fee. Details of these classes of members will be made available on the club notice board.

d. Animals: No pets or other animals shall be permitted anywhere in or on the Club venues 

e. Members and their guests will abide by any official rules and regulations that govern the use of a venue not owned by the club even if these are not expressly covered in the club’s bye-laws. In case of conflict, the venue’s rules and regulations will supersede the club’s bye-laws as far as use of that venue is concerned.

f. No electronic equipment of any kind that is

(i)
capable of recording pictures / video/audio

(ii) capable of emitting sound or otherwise disturbing other members 

shall be used on at the club venues unless expressly authorized by the MC.

g. The Club shall not be responsible for the loss or damage to the property of members or their guests while on the club premises/venues.

h. Members or guest shall not undertake any personal or commercial activity not linked to the club on the club premises /venues without the express approval of the club MC.

5. GUESTS

a. Non-members/Visitors maybe permitted to use the club’s court facilities but they are to observe the Club’s rules and regulations outlined in the Club bye-laws and constitution at all times.

b. Visitors will require to pay a guest fee as per the following conditions:

(i) Non-members/Visitors arriving of their own accord (without an invitation from any club member) will have to pay a guest fee during such and every visit.

(ii) Visitors invited by any UCSC member will have their guest fee waived on their first visit but will have to pay guess fee on every subsequent visits.

c. The MC reserves the right to deny or withdraw any or all facilities of the Club from any guest without giving any reason.

6. Reciprocal Rights

The club may arrange tours or friendly matches with other clubs ( domestic and foreign) as a way to develop friendship and to promote the game of squash.  Arrangements may be made by the MC from time to time with such clubs to allow their members to use the club facilities while they are visiting Singapore. 

7. Feedback 

Complaints, suggestions and Feedbacks shall be made in writing to the MC.  The MC will then discuss and consider such issues and points brought up in the next committee meeting.

8. ADMINISTRATION FEES

Members whose accounts fall 60 days in arrears will be charged a fee for administration as shall be determined by the Committee in its sole discretion from time to time.

9. TOURNAMENTS

a. Tournaments and/or competitions may be held at such times and under such conditions as the MC may decide.

b. The question of whether any court or venue is fit for play on any occasion shall be decided by the two captains (or players) concerned or the two organizers of any particular game in consultation with the MC always provided that at all times the MC shall be the sole arbiter as to whether all or any of the said court or venue is fit for use.

10. USE OF COURTS BY EXTERNAL PARTIES

The Club venues and premises may be contracted out to outside organisations but only with the approval of the club MC.

11. TOURS

a. Any tour undertaken by the MC shall appoint the following tour officials: a Tour Manager, a Captain and a Treasurer. Where constrained by the number of volunteers, a single member may take on more than one role.

b. Tour expenses when borne by the club can only be authorized by MC. In such cases expenses need to be signed by the Tour Manager, Captain and Treasurer with relevant documents/receipts attached.

c. Tour officials are required to incorporate in their Tour Report details of the places visited including gifts and souvenirs presented or received.

d. Where souvenirs taken from the Club are not presented to the opposition team officials they should be returned to the Club accordingly.

e. A Tour Report with the Final Expenditure Statement must be submitted to the Committee within one month from the date of the return of the tour party.

12. On-Court Regulations

a. Squash shall be played according to the rules of the World Squash Federation (“WSF”) and the Singapore Squash Rackets Association (“SSRA”) provided that insofar as there is a conflict between the rules, the rules of the Singapore Squash Rackets Association shall prevail.

b. Guests/ Visitors will be governed by the bye-laws covered under section 5.

c. Court fees: The fee for the use of the courts/venue by members and guests may be adjusted from time to time at the MC’s discretion.

d. The MC may after giving due notice to members, reserve the courts for the following purposes:-

i. Inter Club competition;

ii. League competition matches in which the Club is represented;

iii. Invitation social matches in which the Club is represented;

iv. Other club events including but not limited to General body meetings, 

e. Attire: On court attire will be governed by the national regulations on use of squash courts including but not limited to use of non-marking foot-wear, protective eye and approved court accessories. Should any conflict arises, the club MC will decide on the appropriateness of the court attire.
f. Allocation of court time to members and guests will be based on a set of criteria including but not limited to waiting time and training needs. 

13. AMENDMENTS TO THE BYE-LAWS

a. Amendments to the bye-laws may be carried out by a simple majority of vote amongst the club MC at any point of time. 

b. Notice of approved amendments will be made to club members by the club MC at-least 3 days before they taking effect.

14. COMPLIANCE TO THE BYE-LAWS

Failure of any member to comply with the bye-laws will result in disciplinary action by the club MC ranging from formal warnings to expulsion from the club. The final action with this regard rests solely at the discretion of the club MC.
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
